Commercial and Other Vendors for Procurement Related Training in the DC Area

There's no shortage of  vendors available in this area to teach procurement related courses.  Below, I list most of the main ones.  

Defense Acquisition University: www.dau.mil Offers a wide variety of courses (CON, ACQ, etc.), combination of on-line and classroom.  On-line courses are free to civil servants.  NASA HQ pays for a schedule of CON classroom courses that our employees can take free each year.  


Federal Acquisition Institute:  www.fai.gov Offers a curriculum of on-line courses, (free to all civil servants) 

Management Concepts, Inc.: http://www.managementconcepts.com/ Offers a variety of procurement and grants-related courses in the DC area (Farragut North metro stop, and Vienna, VA).  Generally 1-5 days each.

American Graduate University:  http://www.agu.edu/ Offers individual courses (classroom and on-line) and a whole graduate program focused on procurement and acquisition management, primarily for commercial procurement personnel.
