How to See What's Available and Register for a Defense Acquisition University (DAU) or Federal Acquisition Institute (FAI) Course

FAI is in the process of merging into DAU, so, for the time being, there are multiple ways of viewing their course offerings (even though much of the FAI curriculum overlaps with that of DAU).   
What's Available:

Go to the DAU Website: http://www.dau.mil
Click on "I Need Training", then "Course Schedules"

You'll now see the list of currently scheduled DAU classes.  If you click on the course title, you'll see a description of the course.  Click on the course number, and you see the schedule of sessions of the course.

To see FAI's curriculum, follow the process for registering for a course, below. 

Registering for the Course:

The website to register for all FAI or DAU classes is: www.fai.gov.

Click on "Register for Courses".  Enter your SSN and DOB (you're creating an individual record for the training you take) and log on.
Now you get to pick what kind of a course you want to take: 1) an FAI Classroom Course (one of the old 200-level series—i.e. CON 202, 204, or 210), 2) On-line Training Courses (CON courses (or other DAU courses) that are offered on-line, 3) DAU Classroom Courses (for when you want to take a classroom CON (or other) course directly from DAU, or 4) Continuous Learning Modules (on-line training that counts toward the requirement that each 1102 receive at least 80 hours of job related training every two years.  Be sure to also select which course you're interested in, before clicking on "Search"
Once you select one of these four options, you'll be taken to a screen where you apply for that particular course.  You'll have to fill out all of the data they ask for, but just for the first course you apply for (i.e. the system remembers for the next time).  The system will also ask for your supervisor's name and e-mail address to ensure that you're approved to take the course (even for an on-line course).
Signing up:  DAU allows NASA employees to sign-up individually for almost any of the courses that they offer.  However, doing so requires 1) on-line registration, for each student, for each course, and 2) Submission and approval of a NASA training request through SATERN for the course.  Although DAU does not charge tuition for its courses, the training request is still necessary for: 1) showing supervisory & other approval, 2) designating non-tuition related costs (e.g. travel costs), 3) ensuring the student's NASA employee profile reflects completion of the course.   Since nothing is paid to DAU for the course, the training request is not used as a basis for payment.  
In completing your training application at the FAI website, keep in mind:  

1. When completing the DAU course application, I recommend that you print a copy of this sheet.  This will provide the information you'll need to complete a NASA Training Request in SATERN, which you'll want to complete and route electronically for approval.  
2. Even though DAU/FAI may show that a particular course has no availability for additional students, you can still apply as a "wait" student.  Space often opens up closer to the time that the course is held.
