The NASA Shared Services Center (NSSC), located on the grounds of Stennis Space Center, MS, will assume the responsibility for awarding and administering new Grants and Cooperative Agreements for Wave I Centers and NASA HQ on May 1, 2006.  Wave I Centers include:  Goddard Space Flight Center (GSFC), Stennis Space Center (SSC), Dryden Flight Research Center (DFRC), and the Jet Propulsion Laboratory/NASA Management Office (JPL/NMO).   Current Wave I Grant and/or Cooperative Agreement recipients will not be affected by this transition.  These active Grants and Cooperative Agreements will continue to be managed at their current Centers.  This transition will not affect the current payment process nor will it change the lines of communication between the Recipient and their NASA scientific, technical, and educational communities.  The NSSC will assume the responsibility for awarding new Grants and Cooperative Agreements for Wave II Centers in October 2006.  Wave II Centers include:  Ames Research Center (ARC), Johnson Space Center (JSC), Langley Research Center (LaRC), Kennedy Space Center (KSC), Glenn Research Center (GRC), and Marshall Space Flight Center (MSFC).
